RAINBOW POOL VOLUNTEER DAY SATURDAY MARCH 29, 2014 
 

As you are aware, the Rim Fire had a significant impact on recreational 
areas that attract visitors to the Highway 120 experience. One area im-
pacted by the fire and rain has been Rainbow Pool Day Use Area. 
 
We will be working with the U.S. Forest Service to clean and make re-
pairs to the site from damage due to the fire. With your help, we plan to 
support the Groveland Ranger District by cleaning up the access roads 
into and out of the site from rocks and brush that have fallen, remove 
mud build up in various areas from debris flows into the parking lot and 
restrooms, sand & stain several benches and picnic tables, repaint the 
BBQ pits in the picnic area, and move limbs from fallen hazard trees 
into burn/chipping piles.  
 
The work will begin at 9:00 am and run until about 3:00 pm (the more 
volunteers we have, the quicker the project will be completed). RSVP is 
required to participate in the project (see contact information below). 
Meeting location information will be given to volunteers before the 
event. Recommended minimum age to volunteer is 12. Volunteers un-
der 18 must have a parent or guardian present to sign volunteer agree-
ment. 
 
This project will be the first volunteer project within the Rim Fire perime-
ter and the first phase of clean-up and restoration activities planned at 
the Rainbow Pool Day Use Area by the Yosemite Highway 120 Cham-
ber of Commerce in partnership with the U.S. Forest Service.

John Ziomek, DPM  

John Robert Ziomek was born in Bremerhaven, West Germany in 1954 to Major and Mrs. Edward Ziomek, 
and lived there until 1962 when his fatherôs retirement sent them to San Francisco. While attending parochial 
schools and graduating from Sacred Heart High School, he earned his Eagle Scout Award. He enjoyed a 
successful football career at Sacred Heart , and earned all conference honors in his senior year. Upon 
graduation he was awarded the Mandarin Club Award as the most scholastic athlete of his graduating class.  
 
He attended both City College of San Francisco, where he played football, and San Francisco State College. 
He later transferred to the University of California at Berkeley, where he graduated in 1978 with a BS degree 
in Nutrition, Food Science and Dietetics. He is proud to have received the San Francisco Citizenôs Meritous 
Conduct Award for helping in the arrest of four suspects in a violent situation. With the choice of attending the 
University of Krakow School of Medicine in Poland or the California College of Podiatric Medicine (CCPM), 
Dr. Ziomek chose the local school due to the political unrest in Poland. While at CCPM he was awarded the 
United States Department of Health and Human Services National Health Services Corps (NHSC) Scholar-
ship, with the mission of placing doctors in areas of health man-power shortages. After receiving a BS degree 
in Basic Medical Sciences, he received a Doctor of Podiatric Medicine degree, followed by a 3 year commit-
ment to the NHSC. San Luis Obispo County was one of his options, and was a perfect fit due to his love of 
the ocean. In order to fulfill his commitment to the NHSC he voluntarily opened a private practice in San Luis 
Obispo County, thus completing his obligation to the US Government. 
 
Dr. Ziomek set up his private practice in Arroyo Grande in 1982 as the Five Cities Foot Clinic.  In 1994, Dr. 
Ziomek started to do contract podiatry services at various state prisons. In addition he provided contract ser-
vices to both the Atascadero State Hospital and the Federal Bureau of Prisons. This outside clinic work de-
manded a large portion of his time, leading to the decision to sell his practice in 2006.  However, due to 
budget crisis within the State of California, his contract was not renewed in April of 2012. This gave him the 
perfect opportunity to return to the site of his previous private practice. Additionally, he opened a satellite 
practice in Groveland, California in October of 2013, where he has owned a vacation home in a private gated 
community of Pine Mountain Lake since 1996.  
 
The father of three grown children who are 
establishing their own professional lives, he is 
an active community member. Recently he 
was elected an officer of the Oceano Five Cit-
ies Elks #2504, where heôs been a member 
since 1983. He is also a founding member of 
the Five Cities Menôs Club, dedicated to im-
proving the local South County community. 
Additionally he is a member of the Knights of 
Columbus for the past 25 years. He served the 
Grover Beach area as planning commissioner 
for 7.5 years, acting as Chairman for one year.  
 
Dr. Ziomek is currently dedicated to the con-
servative treatment for geriatric and diabetic 
foot and wound care. Aside from clinical care, 
home visits is a specialty of his, fulfilling the 
needs of the homebound.
